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Commander’s
Corner...

From the early founding
years of our nation, secession
from the Union has been dis-
cussed, debated and strongly
considered many times through
the years by a variety of states
for a variety of reasons. All of
those reasons being what the
states considered to be an
oppressive national govern-
ment impacting upon their
individual and states rights of
self determination. For all of
this states talk and threatening
of secession and independ-
ence over the nation’s history,
only our beloved Southern
States of the Confederacy actu-
ally seceded from the Union
and formed their own inde-
pendent nation. The debate
over a state’s right to secession
did not end with Mr. Lincoln’s
War but actually continues
even today. It may be surpris-
ing to you that many in the

State of Alaska continue to fire
the flames of secession from
the Union even today.

If you follow the news at all,
you are well aware of the
prominence of Alaska in the
news over the last few weeks.
You may not be aware that
there has been hot debate for
several years within the state
as to whether Alaska should
remain in the Union or secede,
and even secession talk within
the regions of the state itself.
You may ask why all this talk of
secession. Interestingly, the
reasons for this continued de-
bate is very similar to the rea-
sons that our Southern ances-
tors opted out of the Union
originally.

| also see another parallel
with the current debate in
Alaska with the debates in the
south some 150 years ago.
The citizens feel oppressed,
underepresented, and feel they

have lost control of their indi-
vidual liberties and state’s
rights. When the South se-
ceded, the Union realized it
could not survive without the
resources and revenues that
the South provided and there-
fore went to war to conquer
that independent nation. It's
interesting today that the Union
needs the resources of Alaska
more than Alaska needs the
assistance of the Union. | think
you have to wonder what the
response would be to such an
actual occurrence.

Even though our sister state
of Alaska is located and iso-
lated in the far northwest cor-
ner of the continent, | believe
they share many of the same
values and qualities that we
here in the South believe and
share. Knowing several resi-
dents of Alaska, and having
met several others over the
years, | find them to be God
fearing, family oriented, hard
working, tough minded and
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independent thinking people with the same values you and | share as Southerners. | believe strongly that these are the same values that
our ancestors shared and passed down to each of us. | have even met re-enactors from Alaska who take their summer vacations to

come to the South to fight for the Confederacy.

Just so you don’t misunderstand my comments, | am not advocating secession from the Union with this article, just noting some interest-
ing observations of movements, debates and discussions that continue even today within our nation, and that these discussions have
been taking place since the nation’s beginning. Let’s thank God that we still have the right to openly debate such serious issues affect-
ing our nation, and pray that right is never taken away. May God Bless Us In Our Efforts!

Trimble’s meeting with Ewell -
Gettysburg - 1 July 1863

The battle was over and we had won it handsomely. General Ewell
moved about uneasily, a good deal excited, and seemed to me to
be undecided what to do next.... | approached him....

He replied that "General Lee had instructed him not to bring on a
general engagement without orders, and that he would wait for
them.”

| said, that hardly applies to the present state of things, as we have
fought a hard battle already, and should secure the advantage
gained. He made no rejoinder, but was far from composure. | was
deeply impressed with the conviction that it was a critical moment
for us and made a remark to that effect.

| said: "General, there," pointing to Culp's Hill, "is an eminence of
commanding position, and not now occupied, as it ought to be by
us or the enemy soon. | advise you to send a brigade and hold it if
we are to remain here." He said: "Are you sure it commands the
town?" "Certainly it does, as you can see, and it ought to be held by
us at once." General Ewell made some impatient reply, and the
conversation dropped.
